Grand Knight’s Report:

1. Special Guest Speaker - Jennifer Webb: If any of you do not know Jennifer, she is
responsible for Stewardship and Communications at St. Francis Xavier Church. She is here
tonight to tell us more about the “Food Packing Event” to be held on Saturday April 11, 2026
in the SFX Gymnasium, which will benefit Cross Catholic Outreach. Jennifer showed a short
video and told the membership about the need to raise $19,800.00, which will generate
approximately 60,000 meals at a cost of approximately $0.33 each. On Saturday April 11,
2026 this food packing benefit will require 150 volunteers in the morning and also in the
afternoon. This Cross Catholic Outreach effort will generate vital meals to help slow hunger
Wold-Wide. If you can volunteer, place this event on your calendar.

2.Super Bowl Monday Raffle Tickets: Knights of Columbus Council 4168 distributed 951 out
of 1,000 Super Bowl Monday Raffle Tickets printed. Of those distributed, our Brother
Knights sold a record 798 tickets. The Gross Raffle Ticket sales were $15,960.00. The
winning ticket (#802) was sold by Gregg Finkler to Neil Browne of Medina. Neil was
gracious enough to donate $500.00 of his $3,000.00 winnings back to Council 4168 and we
thank him so very much. Gregg Finkler sold the most tickets (218) in our Fund Raising
Effort, which generated a net profit of $13,410.00 - outdistancing the 2025 effort which
generated $10,668.00. The Knights of Columbus Council 4168 thanks every Brother Knight
for their outstanding effort.

3. SFX LifeTeen Confirmation Dinner: On Sunday February 1, 2026, we bought pizza and
served dinner to the LifeTeen Confirmation Group, before they started their religious studies
for the evening. We spent $115.00 for the pizza (supplied by Guy’s Pizza Co. at 800 Lafayette
Road) and the restaurant gave us an excellent discount. We had quite a few volunteers serving
dinner including Brian Lombardi, Kevin Lynch, Vincent Arndt, Dave Swancer, David
Cathcart, Jon Otto, and myself.

Lecturer’s Report (from Brian Lombardi): Let us listen to the Worthy Lecturer Brian
Lombardi’s Reflection: The month of February is well known for Valentine’s Day as evidenced
by the hearts we see prominently displayed everywhere we look. Did you ever consider why
we use the heart to symbolize love? Why not the pancreas or the intestines which are spatially
more at the center of our body mass? This connotation was handed down from Aristotle and
ancient Greek cultures who i1dentified the heart as the center of intellect, emotion, and sensation,
not the brain mainly because as humans they noticed that we feel that “fluttering” of the heart
when we connect emotionally with someone or something. Each one of us baptized souls has
the “love of God” dwelling inside of us interiorly which is known in a spiritual sense as our
Divine Indwelling. And what is God, but Love, and what dwells in the center of our soul is
Love. Thus to grow as Christians, we must not avoid connecting with our Divine Indwelling
but actually seek to connect to it. We can experience that connection in different ways. That
“good feeling” inside of us when we help someone is known as a “spiritual consolation”. We
also need to seek other ways to connect with our Divine Indwelling in addition to corporal
charity. We must ask ourselves as a Council where we are focusing our time in spiritual growth
opportunities for our members. Most people only view the KofC as serving the corporal needs
of our community and are unaware that we also provide a critical link of brotherhood in times
of spiritual needs. As brother in Christ we have a similar obligation of charity to draw souls
closer to God and thus our KofC council also needs to put an emphasis on spiritual charity in
addition to our great works of corporal charity. So I’ll offer a couple concrete opportunities to
take that step towards God spiritually as Blessed Michael McGivney would so highly endorse.
Some of us are currently participating in Exodus90, a Catholic Men’s devotion that like the
KofC promotes faith and fraternity. It’s not to late to join us. As a parish, we are about to set
off on a Lenten Faith Sharing journey through a book by a Carmelite Saint Brother Lawrence of
the Resurrection that teaches us a simple way that We are offering our council the opportunity
to create our own Lenten faith sharing group as part of the KofC COR initiative.

Coincidentally, COR is Latin for Heart, which ties back up to what I was mentioning earlier.

We all have a heart made for God alone and until we unite with it we’re going to feel unfulfilled




somewhere deep inside.So please pray about your particular situation and pass along the Good
News that the KofC is engaged in both spiritual and corporal works of mercy. I’m available
after the meeting if anyone would like to learn more about any of the opportunities that I have
mentioned.
